From the Rector

Several people have inquired regarding the safest prdotithe prevention of the
spread of disease while at church. Such practices as¢hef the “common cup” and
the passing of the peace are of particular concern. §hist ithe first instance of such a
concern being raised. The influenza epidemic in 1917 raisgsconcerns, and the
controversy has surfaced periodically since the sixteanttugy.

It is important to recognize that there is no single vinusacterium that result in in-
fection. For each disease there is a minimum numbieaigent (generally in the mil-
lions) that must be transmitted from person to persorrééifitection can occur. Our
defenses against stray bacteria are immense and cabeoolerwhelmed by a very
large number of the infective agents. Each infective agggits own virulence and
each person has their own susceptibility to infection.ifitegaction of the two deter-
mines the risk of infection for the individual.

With some virus, such as AIDS, there are very limitedles of spread. Not a single
family member of a person with AIDS has contacteddibease through sharing of
drinking cups, eating utensils, and on occasion even toothistushis virus is de-
stroyed by exposure to air, soap, and virtually any astaht (including alcohol) and
therefore normal cleaning procedures performed carefnbyre protection. This
should be remembered not only in the context of the Eisthhut also in reference to
those who minister to AIDS patieniBhe present use of the common cup is normative
for Episcopal churches, and poses no real hazard to healthonnmal circumstances.

It is difficult to be as reassuring in regards toudke of the common cup in other in-
fectious agents transmitted via saliva such as HepBititbacterial Meningitis, or HIN1
and other flu-like agents. Howevaf there were a greater risk of transmission of saliv
transmitted infections in the common cup, it would seé&eiylithat the evidence would
reflect an increased risk for priests and the inswactuarial tables would reflect this
for Anglican priests who have been performing ablutiongéoturies. In fact, the op-
posite is true.

Nevertheless, we have instructed the Eucharistic migsisteéhe proper way to wipe
and turn the chalice between communicants. It shoupbimted out that although the
relative risk is low, it is not impossible that infien could be transmitted. This is par-
ticularly true for those with suppressed immune systeémsc@ncer patients on immu-
nosuppressant therapy, and persons with AIDS).

There are alternate Eucharistic practices whichudher reduce any risks. Receiving
the bread only is receiving the full sacrament. Theeefiois is a valid option. Intinction
(dipping the bread in the wine) is also an option, but this Bomae increases the risk of
infection. Hands (both children’s and adults), as wasllips, are a likely source of infec-
tion. Yet we would like to offer the common cup and contiteettadition handed
down to us from Christ.

Therefore, beginning the first Sunday of November, wkoffiér the option of a com-
mon cup for intinction at the center of the altar raivill contain a level of wine low
enough that it will prevent a finger being placed in the wiingou are concerned about

We will myss1 and if you let us
know, we will certainly pray for your speedy healing, patiendie care of chil-
dren and spouses, as well as a rapid return to full health.

It is hopeful that these procedures will assist albvare concerned about the
possibility of receiving more than Christ’s Body and Blewodl His blessing at
the altar. This is Christ's Church and it is He whdesaus well. May it be so
with you and yoursAmen

I St. Joseph, Missouri, has a rich architec-

tural history, including many monumen-

ANEhl houses of worship built over a 140
OKear period. In honor of the 10@nni-

versary of the founding of Interfaith
Community Services, David Lewis has
written “Expressions of Faith,” a full

color 170 page book, brimming with
more than 250 historical pictures, post-
cards and color photographs chronicling
more than 80 past and present houses of
worship in St. Joseph. This is the first
book to explore the local, regional, na-
tional and worldwide cultural, political
and religious influences which helped
shape the choice of architectural style and
materials used to build St. Joseph’s
houses of worship. As the last surviving
example of late 1®century Gothic Re-
vival architecture, Christ Church, with its
historic stained glass windows and pipe
organ, enjoys a prominent place in this
book. Approximately one third of the
book is devoted to the development of
InterServ which began as the Wesley
Community House, a social settlement
house in south St. Joseph.
